Gordon College now offers a four-year degree in early childhood education as of fall 2007 and will offer more four-year degrees in the near future.   As the college wants to establish itself as four-year college some changes might need to be carried out. Oral Presentation

You need to select a large magazine photo that would be appropriate for Spanish 1002 level.  The key to a good photo would be one that incorporates vocabulary, grammatical structures from the first five chapters.  It would be a good idea to find a photo that has people in it.  Attention: you will need to decide if you want to narrate in the past or the present.  If you narrate in the present, you must use some subjunctive.  If you narrate in the past, I don’t expect you to use the subjunctive.

Indefinite and negative expressions 


Ordinal Numbers (very useful to help with transition)


Subjunctive
