Then, determine the perimeter for the 10th train without constructing it.
Find the perimeter for the 100th train without constructing it. 
Write a description that could be used to compute the perimeter of any train in the pattern.
 [Assume for each of these problems that the edge of each regular hexagon has a length of one unit.]
