Solutions:
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The areas of the remaining shaded shapes can be found by subdividing them into rectangles and triangles as shown in Figure 12.29. Shape C has area 5 ½ square units [1 + 3 + 1 ½]; Shape D has area 10 ½ square units [1 + 8 + 1 + ½]; and Shape E has area 10 square units [4 + 2 + 1 + 1 + 1 + ½ + ½].
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
