Journal entries:

There will be 5 journal checks scattered throughout the semester. One is a Desire2Learn personal introduction in the Discussion Board, and the other four involve unit-related review questions.

Quizzes/Projects: 


There will be a few mini-projects to complete; all involve realistic and fun applications of college-level 
algebra. There will also be occasional quizzes, usually 1 per unit and typically announced.
Exams: 


Expect one per unit, with corrections strongly encouraged to prepare for the next test and for the 
comprehensive final exam. A time to “show (yourself and your instructor) what you know”! We will 
“drop” the lowest exam score with the final exam. The final exam is mandatory and comprehensive.

Textbook homework may or may not be collected; students are encouraged to keep up the pace and practice a lot as you prepare for each graded activity. Student’s use of My Math Lab is required, and practice tests may also be provided for your benefit. All assignments are due during class time, with a 20% penalty for any “same day late” assignments and a 0 on any missed deadline. Grades for My Math Lab are cumulative.
