Academic Eligibility Information
· 15th Calendar Day: All players must be enrolled in a minimum of 12 credit hours before the 15th Calendar day of the spring semester.  If not you are ineligible the entire season.  
· Maintain 12 credit hours of enrollment: If a player drops below 12 credit hours during a semester he immediately becomes ineligible.
· Must be Gordon State College registered courses: All 12 credit hours must be offered via Gordon State College registration.  E-core classes can count toward these 12 credit hours as long as you registered for them through Gordon State College.

· Regular term and mini term courses: Both of these will count toward the 12 hours; but a minimum of 9 hours must begin before the end of the published regular season schedule.


Figuring your G.P.A. – Divide the accumulated quality points by the corresponding credit hours at each institution of attendance.
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	Quality Points / Credit Hours = G.P.A.
Example
31 (QPs) / 14 (HRS) = 2.58 G.P.A.


Passing and/or satisfactory grades will count as “C” grades.

Other things that will help you academically: 

· Repeated courses can only count once toward your hours and GPA.
· Make sure you are not dropped for non-attendance!  If this drops you below 12 hours you will immediately ineligible.
